4. You have the right to reasonable access to documents relating to the crime:
5. You have the right to be present at criminal proceedings where the accused can
be present and confer with prosecution before the case is heard in court:
6. You have the right to restitution from adult or juvenile offenders:

You have the right to remain silent.

2. Anything you say can and will be used against you in a court of
law.

4. If you cannot afford to hire an attorney, one will be appointed to
represent you before any questioning, if you wish.

5. You can decide at any time to exercise these rights and not answer
any questions or make any statements.
