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This .dQc;umentation is one volume of a complete set of documentation for 
ALEP:-£ II under DOS. The documentation is modularized in order to mini­
mize duplication of information and facilitate revisions. This modulariza­
tion requires a brief understanding of each of the volumes for effective 
use. 

The overall system concept of ALERT encompasses the use of three n~in files, 
a Name Index File, a General Purpose Index File and Master Data File. 
These files are utilized by the sub-systems as required and are therefore 
program independent.

The systems and programming documentation is divided into two sections: 
(1) Systems documentation; (2) Program dor.;umentation for programs 
contained in the system. The table of contents directs the use of each 
volume. Fnr ease of updating, the numbering scheme is modularized. 
Syste~s documentation will be referenced by SYS-XX with XX being page 
numbers within the systems documentation. Program documentation will 
be referenced by program number-XX, again the XX being pages within 
programs. 

The program number is a critical reference tool. The first two digits 
represent which sub-system the progr.am is included in (see above table) . 
When a program creates a magnetic tape that tape is named "Program Number"­
TX, with the X being "1" for the first tape i·t creates, "2" for a succeeding 
tape, etc. Reports are also numbered in the same manner using an "L" instead 
of a "T", "Program Number"-LX. 

Two styles of record layouts are used in the documentation. One is a 
continuous single record layout (a Cobol FD is included) and the second 
is a multi-record, 132 character, layout. 

The single record layout is for master files and the multi-record layout 
is for temporary work files. Typically, the work records are tape records 
that are used to write reports. The Master File layouts have detail data 
elements descriptions conta.ined in the Master File and Data Element Descrip­
tion volume. 

Operations Manual 

The Operations Manual contains the Set-Up and Operating instruction for 
each program. Details of special control cards or date cards are described 
in the Special Instruction Section of the Set-Up document.

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MUNICIP~ COURT DOCKET SYSTEM 

The computerized Municipal Court Docket System was designed to provide 
automated processing and handling of Municipal Cpurt Docket information as 
well as provide listings in various sequences which notify officers and 
other department personnel of their obligation to appear before the court. 
Such automated identification, pickoff, and listing of Municipal Court 
cases to be heard insures not only the timely and accurate preparation of 
Court dockets but the optimal appearance of all concerned parties. This 
systeln encompasses all incidents and persons flagged on the ALERT General 
Index file as being scheduled to appear before the Municipal Court of 
Kansas City, Missouri. At this time the System is designed to handle only 
the Municipal Court scheduling procedures for the Kansas City, Missouri 
Police Department. The System is therefore. available only to the Kansas 
City, Missouri Police Department, however, with modification it is adaptable 
to outside agency use.

Court Docketing System is collected from the standard Traffic Citation Report 1,1 

form and standard Arrest Form completed by the officer in the field. This ~

Comprised of two background programs, the Municipal Court Processing System, 
bi-weekly, reads the ALERT General Index file extracting Court Docket Index 
Records (Type A) and associated information from the ALERT Master file.

Input to this program is the ALERT General Index file and Master file, 
and output is a tape of l04-character records containing name and court 
statistical information. The Gen~ral Index file is read sequentially 
and the court docket index records are extracted and a key is built so 
that the Master file can be read. The Master file is read and the 
necessary information is taken from the appropriate records, formatted 
and then written onto the output tape. 

II. DETAILED DESCRIPTION
