1,306 cases). This decline was reflected in-most New York City
counties with the exception of New York County, up 3.9% (+627
cases) and Richmond County, up 8.9% (+46 cases). Suburban New. York
city indictments were down 4.6% (-433 cases) while other Upstate
area indictments increased slightly, up 0.9% (+157 cases) during
the thirteen terms of 1992 as compared to the same period in 1991.
