H I G H L I G H T S ----------

1. Juvenile male first releases to aftercare remained at 1974 levels 
while re-releases decreased 27 percent. 

2. Juvenile female first releases decreased 48 percent over 1974 
levels while re-releases increased 48 percent. 

3. The parents of one-half of the first and re-released boy~ an~ the 
first-released girls and almost two-thirds (64 percent) of the 
re-released girls were reported to be divorced, separated, widowed, 
or never married. (See Table 7.) 

4. More than one-half of the first-released boys and girls (58 and 54 
percent respectively) were from families reported to be in at least 
the lower middle socia-economic brackets. This was also true for 
4 out of "10 re-re1eased boys and girls. (See Table 8.) 

5. Seven out of 10 first-released boys and girls were reported to have 
made satisfactory progress while enrolled in institution educational 
programs. This was also true for 6 out of 10 re-re1eased boys and 
girls. (See Table 9.) 

6. Nine out of 10 boys and girls first-released to aftercare supervision 
were White. Three-fourths of the boys and girls re-re1eased were also 
White. (See Table 14.) 
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Information on boys and girls released to aftercare supervision during 
calendar year 1975 is presented in Tables 1 through 14. Tables A through 
o report selected characteristics of first and re-re1eased youth for the 
period 1971-1975. Youth are also granted direct discharges from juvenile 
institutions, usually upon attainment of the age of majority (18 years). 
Appendix Table A reports on the characteristics of juveniles granted discharges 
during calendar year 1975.
