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INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this special report is to supplement the
criminal justice analysis published in Crime in Louisiana,
1978. All data is this report represent arrests reported
by Louisiana law enforcement agencies in 1978 and 1977,
through the Automated Louisiana Uniform Crime Report (LUCR)
system. Data is submitted monthly to LCJIS on LUCR Age,
Sex and Race of Adults (ASRA) and Age, Sex and Race of
Juveniles (ASRJ) forms.

The arrest data in this report represent individuals, and
should not be linked directly to offenses reported, which
represent incidences.

The limitations of the data dictated a rather generalized
analysis of arrests. Analysis in this report includes both
comparisons between 1977 and 1978 Criminal Arrests by Age
as well as Location of Arrests Relative to Population.

A total of 192,726 arrests were made in 1978; a 0.2 percent decrease
over the 193,187 arrests in 1977.

Index Crime* Arrests numbered 49,601, or 25.7 percent of Total Arrests.
This is a 0.2 percent increase over the 49,512 Index Crime Arrests made
in 1977.

Violent Crime Arrests (Criminal Homicide, Forcible Rape,
Robbery, and Aggravated Assault) numbered 12,732, repre-
senting 25.7 percent of Index Crime Arrests or 6.6 percent
of Total Arrests. This is a 8.7 percent increase over the
11,708 violent Crime Arrests in 1977.

Property Crime Arrests (Burglary, Larceny-~Theft, and Motor
Vehicle Theft) numbered 36,869, representing 74.3 percent
of Index Crime Arrests or 19.1 percent of Total Arrests.
This is a 2.5 percent decrease over the 37,804 Property
Crime Arrests in 1977,

Other arrests (non-index) numbered 139,334, or 72.3 percent of Total
Arrests; a 0.2 percent decrease over the 139,626 arrests in 1977.

Status Offense Arrests (Curfew and Loitering Law Violations, and Runaways)
numbered 3,791, or 2.0 percent of Total Arrests; a 6.4 percent decrease
over the 4,049 arrests in 1977.

* Index Crimes are those criminal acts deemed "serious" by the
International Association of Chiefs of Police. A criminal
act is considered "serious" if it meets a set of criteria;
namely, that the act would occur regardless of geographical
location; that it would be an offense most likely to be re-
ported to law enforcement, that it would affront the moral
sensitivities of our society's rational being, and that it
would occur with sufficient frequency to make it statisti-
cally significant. This group of criminal acts is referred
to as "Crime Index." Each specific criminal act is commonly
called an "Index Crime." They are Criminal Homicide, Forci-
ble Rape, Robbery, Aggravated Assault, Burglary, Larceny-
Theft, and Motor Vehicle Theft.

Con-
versely, Iberia Parish was in the fourth highest popu-
lation bracket, but showed coﬁparatively low juvenile

arrests and significantly lower adult arrests,

Sixty-three percent (63%) of Louisiana population (3,992,728) regided in
the 16 parishes making up the State's seven Standard Metropolitan Statis-
tical Areas (SMSA), yet accounted for 72 percent (72%) of total arrest
(138,102). The New Orleans SMSA had 29 percent (29%) of the State's
population (1,167,679) and 38 percent (38%) of the total arrests (73,773);
thereby accounting for most of the differences between the percentage of
the metropolitan population and total arrests. The remaining six SMSA's
had similar proportions for population and total arrests.

Both Juvenile and adult arrests in the seven SMSA's were pro-
portionately higher than their population {63%), with juvenile
arrests (23,010) accounting for 79 percent (79%) and adult
arrests (115,092) accounting for 71 percent (71%). Baton
Rouge SMSA, Monroe SMSA, and New Orleans SMSA accounted for
most of the differences between the percentage of the metro-
politan population and juvenile arrests. The New Orleans

SMSA had 29 percent (29%) of the State's population (1,167,679)
and 38 percent (38%) of adult arrests (61,952); thereby ac-
counting for most of the differences between the percentage

of the metropolitan population and adult arrests. The remain-
ing SMSA's had similar proportions for population and arrests,
both juveniles and adults. ~

Total Female arrests increased 1.2 percent from 31,958 in
1977 to 32,330 in l§78? Adult Female arrests increased

5.1 percent over 1977, but Juvenile Female arrests decreased
11.4 percent from 1977 to 1978, Female arrest accounted
for 16.5 percent of total arrests in 1977 and 16.8 percent
in 1978.

Female arrests for Index Offenses decreased 0.6 percent

from 10,559 in 1977 to 10,493 in 1978, Adult Female Index
arrests increased 2,7 percent over 1977, but Juvenile Female
Index arrests decreased 10.0 percent from 1977 to 1978. How-
ever, Pemale Index arrests accounted for only 21.3 percent

of Index arrests in 1977 and 21.2 percent in 1978,

Larceny-Theft is the largest Index Offense for Females.
Female arrests for this offense decreased 4,8 percent from
8,537 in 1977 to 8,126 in 1978. Adult Female arrests for
Larceny-Theft decreased 1,2 percent from 6,186 in 1977 to
6,109 in 1978, and Juvenile Female arrests for Larceny-Theft
decreased 14,2 percent from 2,351 in 1977 to 2,017 in 1978.
Female arrests for Larceny~Theft accounted for 33.1 percent
of the arrests in this category in 1977 and 32,1 percent in

This is a 3.7 percent increase over the 34,799 Index Crime Arrests made
in 1977.

Adult Crime Index arrests between ages 17 and 24 peaked at age 18 and
decreased moderately thereafter. Ages 19 and 20 showed decreases in

the number of arrests from 1977 to 1978; all other ages showed increases.
The greatest percent increase between 1977 and 1978 was in age 17, up
7.5 percent.

There was a steady decline in Crime Index arrests until the age of 65 and over,

at which time there was a moderate increase. The increase may be explained by
the use of an open-age interval class as opposed to the five-year interval classes
_for 20 through 64 year old categories. The following age categories: 40-44,
45-49, 50~-59, 60-64, and 65 and over, showed decrease$ in total arrests from
1977-1978; all others had increases.
